And I will bring you into
the land of Israel. 13And you shall know that I am the LOrRD, when I open your graves, and raise you from your
graves, O my people. *And I will put my Spirit within you, and you shall live, and I will place you in your own
land. Then you shall know that I am the LorD; I have spoken, and I will do it, declares the LORD.”

IWhen the day of Pentecost arrived, they were all together in one place. 2And suddenly there came from
heaven a sound like a mighty rushing wind, and it filled the entire house where they were sitting. 3And divided
tongues as of fire appeared to them and rested on each one of them. “And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit
and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit gave them utterance. >*Now there were dwelling in Jerusalem
Jews, devout men from every nation under heaven. And at this sound the multitude came together, and they
were bewildered, because each one was hearing them speak in his own language. “And they were amazed and
astonished, saying, “Are not all these who are speaking Galileans?

13But
others mocking said, “They are filled with new wine.” *But Peter, standing with the eleven, lifted up his voice
and addressed them, “"Men of Judea and all who dwell in Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and give ear to my
words. 1°For these men are not drunk, as you suppose, since it is only the third hour of the day. 1But this is what
was uttered through the prophet Joel: 17" And in the last days it shall be, God declares, that I will pour out my
Spirit on all flesh, and your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, and
your old men shall dream dreams; 8even on my male servants and female servants in those days I will pour out
my Spirit, and they shall prophesy. °And I will show wonders in the heavens above and signs on the earth
below, blood, and fire, and vapor of smoke; 2°the sun shall be turned to darkness and the moon to blood, before
the day of the Lord comes, the great and magnificent day. 2!And it shall come to pass that everyone who calls
upon the name of the Lord shall be saved.”

13When the Spirit of truth comes, he will guide you into all
the truth, for he will not speak on his own authority, but whatever he hears he will speak, and he will declare to
you the things that are to come. *He will glorify me, for he will take what is mine and declare it to you. All that
the Father has is mine; therefore I said that he will take what is mine and declare it to you.”
